5e twisted-pair cable to connect a PoE device to the port (1~24)
of this switch.

e The switch will supply power to PoE Device over the twisted-pair cable.
e Please note that Power Device must comply with IEEE 802.3af/at/bt.

e Other PCs, servers and network devices can be connected to the switch
using a standard ‘straight through’ twisted pair cable.
